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Zonta Club of Annapolis ~ Highlights for 2010-2011

Service
During the 2010-2011 club year the Zonta Club of Annapolis completed the following projects:

Chrysalis House Support:  The Chrysalis House is a local residential substance abuse treatment center for women.  The program is unique in that it allows young children to live with their mothers during the treatment program.  The facility has a capacity of about 20 women.  Throughout the year, club members donate paper products to the facility and at Christmas time the club donates linens.   This past year the club donated about 100 reams of paper, 300 rolls of toilet paper, 20 rolls of paper towel, 10 boxes of tissues and 36 sheet sets. These donations allow the facility to use their limited funds for other needs. This project has 100% participation from members.

Maryland Correctional Institution For Women (MCIW):  Women Moving Forward Reentry Conference: This annual conference—an all-day program for women within 6 to 12 months of release from prison—is designed to aid in the transition from prison to the community. The club’s contribution to the event is to provide a “conference” bag.  This past year, the club put together 150 gallon sized bags that included shampoo, conditioner, emery board, hand sanitizer, tooth brush, tooth paste, tissues, notebook, pen and hand lotion.  The fact that the “bag” must be see-through plastic and must be handed back at the end of the day—to be returned upon release—illustrates the stark differences in the lives of women in prison from those of Zontians.  This project has 75% participation from members.

Scholarships: The club sponsored four scholarships.  Three were administered directly by the club (one $1,000 and two $500).  The club sponsors a $1,500 scholarship through the YWCA of Annapolis and Anne Arundel County:  A Tribute to Women of Color program.

Virtual Senior Pantry Project: The club provides a monthly stipend of $125 to the Anne Arundel County Department of Aging for purchasing small personal items for low income seniors.  These small, incidental items, such as a fan or socks, can mean a lot to a person with extremely limited resources.

Girls on the Run support: The club staffs the water-stop during the semi-annual 5K runs of  the local Girls on the Run group. This project has 50% participation from members.

Membership/Mentoring
The club welcomed three new members during the 2010-2011 club year and lost one member.

Other: Fundraising, Special Events, Club Sales
The club's two major fundraisers (the Zonta Swinging Sweets Chocolate Festival and the Zonta Cafe at the Annapolis Quilt Show) were a success.  The club achieved two long-term goals during the 2010-2011 club year: (1) the establishment of a website, and (2) the IRS determination of tax exempt 501c(3) status for the Zonta Club of Annapolis Foundation.
