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Zonta Club of Harrisburg-Hershey ~ Highlights for 2010-2011

Service
The Zonta Club of Harrisburg-Hershey has had at least one service project each month of our Club’s year, with not only our own Zontians participating, but also our ‘Zonta Boys’ (husbands of Zontians) and ‘Zonta Kids’ (children/grandchildren of Zontians) taking part.  We find that by including family members, it strengthens our club and family ties.  Our projects ranged from the traditional – taking food to shelters, to the slightly unusual – holding bingo games at a Senior Center.  The spectrum of projects allowed each member to find something they were passionate about and participate accordingly.

Other: Fundraising, Special Events, Club Sales

The Zonta Club of Harrisburg-Hershey continues with its successful fundraising projects, i.e., Apple Festival parking, Holiday Wreath Sales, and selling BonTon coupons.  This year we added two new fund raising events that also proved to be both fun and successful:  

We had an on-going ‘Theater Project’ in which we cooperated with the Harrisburg Theater Company.  We were able to obtain tickets at half price to a select performance of each play they performed during the year, and sold the tickets at slightly below the box-office price, allowing us to make double what we paid for the tickets.  Best of all, the Theater Company only charged us for tickets sold, and graciously took back the unsold tickets.  The project raised over $1100 for our club, with relatively little effort, so we will continue this event during the upcoming year.

We also held an ‘Antiques Appraisal Clinic’ in cooperation with the Historic Harrisburg Association.  HHA provided the space for the event, and we did the leg work, which included getting gift cards from Giant and Costco to allow us to provide food and decorations for the event.  A local auction company provided the appraisers, and each person attending could have up to three items evaluated.  This event raised approximately $800, and was so well received we are intending to repeat it next year.
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
