Service
Our club continues to assist the “Baby Steps” program, which is sponsored by the Passaic Mental Health Clinic, and is located in a building near the Passaic High School. The program allows teen moms to attend school while their children are cared for in a childcare center setting. The parents are taught parenting skills and are responsible for helping to maintain the center. Upon graduation, several of the young ladies have attended college or community college.

Several of our members assisted the Wallington JFK Memorial Library’s Story Hour Program, and facilitated weekly story hours and activities for young children during the winter and early spring.

We continue to sponsor the Passaic High School Z Club and in October assisted with the installation of officers and fourteen inductees. Last June as well as this year we presented framed certificates of achievement to the graduating Z Club members. 

Scholarships were distributed to one Z Club graduate and a local high school graduate as well as to a woman returning to school in June 2010. This May our Scholarship Committee selected two high school graduating students to receive scholarships, and a book award gift card will be presented to a graduate to assist in the purchase of textbooks.

All of our members received a copy of the Zonta International District 3 Mini Directory as well as copies of newsletters and information about upcoming workshops and conferences. Our newest member registered to attend the District 3 Fall Conference, but due to a last minute work assignment was unable to attend.
