Service

School Supplies – we collected back packs and school supplies for 2 Title 1 schools in our area.  These will be given to children that are not able to bring their own supplies.
Adopt A Family  - We adopted a family from the Quantico Marine Base.  This family is recommended by their CO.  We bought clothes and toys for the children in the family and gave gift cards to the parents.  We made a Ginger Bread House for the family, wrapped all of the gifts and delivered them to Quantico.
Juvenile Detention Center – We “stamped” and made various greeting cards and delivered them to the Prince William Juvenile Detention Center.  The youth can use these to send to friends and relatives.
Literacy Group of Prince William County – we collected office supplies to support our local Literacy Group.  One of their representatives was also our speaker that evening.
The BARN -  This is a shelter for battered or abused women.  We provided a Mother’s Day Celebration for them – had a party, brought food, played games and gave each one a gift.    This was for the moms only.  The children were kept in a separate area to play games.

Beat the Odds – provided financial support for this program.  ―The Beat the Odds program provides scholarships to children who have been ― ”in the system” in this County. These children have overcome tremendous hardships and survived.
Woodbridge Senior Center – We provided bird feeders, bird seed, plants and planters.  We went and worked with the seniors to plant and get the bird feeders set up.

Beads for Life – we ordered beads and other products made from women in Ghana.  We did a presentation to let others know the lifestyle and situation these women fact.  We sold over $2,000 of their products and sent the funds to them for their support.

Membership/Mentoring

We had 4 new members this year.  Each was assigned a mentor based on the area of interest they have given (ex. fundraising, service, scholarships, programs).  Each new member was given a binder with general Zonta information, Duties & responsibilities of each office and committee and a roster.
