Service

· Provided financial support to Our Place, an organization that provides support to women who reenter the District of Columbia community after being incarcerated. It is the only organization in the area that uses a gender-specific approach and the only one that serves women exclusively.

· Subsidized a DC Metro Area Peace Fellow from the Advocacy Program whose Project will benefit women.

· Contributed a total of $10,000 toward the building of a dormitory for the girls’ school Kekenya Center for Excellence in Kenya.

· Contributed to Miracles in Action, to help women in rural areas of Guatemala.

· Supported efforts to bring attention to the problem of uterine prolapsed in Nepal, working with the Women’s Reproductive Program in Nepal.

· Awarded over $27,000 in undergraduate and post-graduate nursing studies to young women in the D.C. area.

Membership/Mentoring
· Recruited four new members, but unfortunately the economy is hitting us hard and about ten members did not renew their membership for 2011-12.

Other:  Fundraising, Special Events, Club Sales
· We raised about $15,000 for the fiscal year ending May 31st.
